                SERVICES BLOCK GRANT (CSCG) YOUTH LEADERSHIP PROGRAM  

                SUMMER CAMP 

 

Mayor Thompson states that CCA proposes to provide summer camp activities though 

their existent Community Services Block Grant Program (CSBG) Youth Leadership 

Program (YLP).  CCA is requesting funding to help with the cost of the camp.  Based
