ORDINANCE - 2"°P READING — ANNEX 1262 S. DUNCAN BY-
PASS INTO CITY

Bids were received on July 26, 2007 at City Hall for Gas System
Improvements on SC Hwy. 9 and Phillipi Church Road. A summary of
the bids and recommendation from our consultants were presented to
City Council. The recommendation is to accept bid from Dawn
Development of Monroe, North Carolina in the amount of $168,070.00.

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E. AWARD BID - WATER PLANT FLOCCULATOR EQUIPMENT
REPLACEMENT

The flocculator equipment at the water plant is 30+ years old and has
some worn and deteriorated parts. Jim Myers & Sons, Inc. is the sole
source provider. Total equipment cost is $46,640 and total installation
cost is $24,400. The recommendation is to accept bid from Jim Myers in
the amount of $71,040.00 and allocate $13,960 for demolition/removal of
present equipment for a total of $85,000.

G. RESOLUTION - PURCHASE OF PROPERTY LOCATED ON SOUTH
CHURCH STREET

City of Union Planning Staff has identified the property on/around South
Church Street as a blighted area with ongoing code enforcement activities
being required. For many years, the residents of South Church Street and
the surrounding area have voiced concerns and complaints regarding
criminal activity on the vacant properties located at 403 South Church
Street and 104 Carson Street which contained transient housing. Many
residents of this area do not want these vacant properties to return to a
transient housing occupancy. City of Union Planning Staff and the
Catawba Regional Council of Government Staff have identified the
property on/around South Church Street as an area where potential grant
activities may be conducted. The owner of these two properties has
advertised these two properties for sale. City of Union Planning Staff has
received inquiries from various individuals/firms who have expressed an
interest in purchasing these two properties and returning them to their
former transient housing occupancy. City of Union Planning recommends
the purchase and demolition of structures on these two properties to ensure
the public safety, the public welfare and the character of this
neighborhood. The recommendation is to approve resolution to purchase
the property on 403 South Church Street.
